Specifications and Regulations for Wapley Burial Ground

being the purchaser of the above grave, clearly understand and accept the undermentioned conditions (the receipt of a copy of which I hereby acknowledge) relating to the lawn section at Wapley Burial Ground and to memorials erected thereon.

CONDITIONS

1. The purchase of a grave space in Wapley Burial Ground shall be conditional upon the acceptance by the purchaser, and his successors in title, of the principle of the treatment and maintenance of the grave area in the manner prescribed for a lawn section and the specifications relating to memorials and the regulations governing their erection thereon.  This will include the use of mechanical mowers and other apparatus or treatment over the grass of the grave area.

2. With the exception of a 3ft wide x 2ft depth (915mm x 610mm) soil border at the head of the grave for planting and/or the erection of a memorial, no other memorial or flower receptacle, or any other article or plant whatsoever, shall be placed on or in the turf other than the memorial already referred to.  The remainder of the grave space will be turfed flat all over as a lawn.

3. It is the responsibility of the purchaser of the grave space to inform Dodington Parish Council of any change of address.

MEMORIALS
4. The only memorials allowed to be erected on the lawn section must be of natural quarried stone in white, grey, black or brown.  They must also conform to the following specification and be erected in accordance with the regulations as follows:‑

(i)
Specification
All memorials shall consist of a headstone with base and shall be erected upon a reinforced concrete slab of approved construction which shall be of the following measurements:‑

and which when placed in position to receive the memorial shall not protrude above ground level.

(ii)
Fixings
All memorial fixings to be made to National Association of Memorial Masons (NAMM) specifications (attached).


(iii)
Design
The selected memorial must be submitted to the Council for approval prior to installation and must show all dimensions and the proposed inscription.

A metal flower container for the holding of cut flowers may be incorporated in the design of the said memorial.

The headstone shall be securely fixed to the centre of the base so as to give a 4 inch (100mm) clearance all round.

The setting of memorials to be erected on graves in the lawn section will be by single rows and the line up shall be the rear face of the base.

(v)
Vases
One vase only will be permitted to be placed on each grave and must be made of natural quarried material and must not exceed 12 inch (305mm) in any dimension, such measurement to include any base upon which the vase may be placed. The vase must be so positioned as to conform with condition No 2 above.   

(vi)
Memorials To Be Kept In Good Repair
All permitted memorials shall be kept in repair and good condition by the owner. In case of failure to do so, the Council shall have the right to require the owner, upon written notice forwarded to the last known address, to remove or replace forthwith any memorial which, in its opinion, has become unsafe, dilapidated or unsightly. In the event of such notice not being complied with, the Council may then remove any such memorial and recover the expenses thereof from the owner. The Council will regularly check the safety of memorials.

5.
The number of the grave shall be inscribed on the rear face of the base of the memorial and must be completed in the same manner as the other inscriptions on the memorial. If required the name of the monumental mason will be allowed to be inscribed on the same face as the grave number.
